Planned Giving: 
Bargain Sale to Ramsey 

 
You might want to consider this method of planned giving if the current value of the 
property exceeds the amount you wish to give, or if it is not practical or economical to 
divide the property.   
In  this instan c e , you would transfer an appreciated asset (real estate, sec urities or the 
like) to the  c hu rc h. In return, we wo uld pay you an agreed-upon amount that is less 
than the full fair market value (usually your original cost). Essentially, you  are selling 
your asset to us for less than its fair market value, so the transaction is part gift and 
part sale. Payment is normally agreed to be made from our sale of the asset. 
 You are entitled to a charitable deduc tion based on the difference between the sale 
price to us and the full fair market value. You incur tax o nly on the part of the 
apprec iation attributable to the sale. 
 
Example: Mr. Pretlow owns land worth $100,000. The land cost him only 
$30,000 years ago. He feels the need to keep $50,000, half the potential 
proceeds; however, he wants to give the other $50,000 to us. Mr. Pretlow has a 
reportable gain of $20,000. But he also has a $50,000 income tax deduction 
($100,000 fair market value of the land minus $50,000 he received from the 
bargain sale). 

The formula to determine reportable gain is this:  
 
  Total Gain  x  Selling Price to us   =  Gain realized 
  in Value         Fair Market Value  
 
                         $50,000 
  $70,000  x  $100,000  =    $35,000 
 

  Gain is $35,000. Charitable deduction is $50,000.

KITS FOR CONFERENCE   
 The 2008 Virginia Conference kit collection is being c onducted to replenish the United 
Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) supply.  The inventory has been greatly diminished as 
UMCOR responded to the numerous disasters experienced in the US and in other countries 
around the world.  There is a need for all types of kits, but the emphasis is on sewing, layette, 
health and school kits.  Collect any of the following UMCOR kits and bring them to annual 
conference for delivery. 
 
 Sewing  Kits:  Value $18 per kit.  3 yards of cotton or cotton-blend, solid c olor or print 
fabric  (must be 3 yards of unc ut fabric); 1 pair sewing scissors; 1 package of needles; 1 spool of 
thread; 5-8 matc hing buttons.  Wrap sewing notions in the fabric and plac e in a sealed one-gallon 
plastic  bag. 
 Layette Kits:  Value $35 per kit.  6 cloth diapers; 2 shirts or 2 one-piece body suits; 2 baby 
washcloths; 2 gowns or sleepers; 2 diaper pins; 1 sweater open in the front; 2 receiving blankets.  
Bundle the items inside one of the receiving blankets and secure with the diaper pins. 
 Health  Kits:  Value $12 per kit.  (Please note c hange to this kit’s contents) 1 hand towel 
(15” x 25” up to 17” x 27”, no kitc hen towels) 1 washc loth; 1 c omb (large and sturdy, not picket-
sized); 1 nail file or fingernail c lippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers); 1 bath-sized bar of 
soap (3 oz. and up); 1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, no child-size brushes); 6 
adhesive plastic  strip sterile bandages; $1 to purchase toothpaste.  (NOTE:  UMCOR Sager-Brown 
is now purchasing toothpaste in bulk to be added to health kits before shipping to ensure that the 
product does not expire before they are sent.) 
 School Kits:  Value $11 per kit.  (Please note c hange to this kit’s contents.)  1 pair blunt 
scissors (rounded tip); 3 pads (or loose leaf) of 8 ½” x 11” ruled paper (c onstruction paper no 
longer included); 1 30-centimeter ruler; 1 hand-held pencil sharpener; 6 unsharpened penc ils with 
erasers; 1 eraser, 2 ½”; 1 box of 24 c rayons (only 24).  Prepare a 14” x 16” (fin ished size) cloth bag 
with handles and an optional closure (Velcro, snap or button) and place items in bag. 
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  I want to thank my friends at Ramsey for the many 
prayers, calls, cards, visits and delicious food I rec eived at the 
time of my recent surgery. 
  Joe and Lynda, your hospital visits were most 

welcome.
