Mrs. John B. Dodd, of Washington, first proposed the idea of a "father's day" in 1909. Mrs. Dodd
wanted a special day to honor her father, William Smart. William Smart, a Civil War veteran, was
widowed when his wife (Mrs. Dodd's mother) died in childbirth with their sixth child. Mr. Smart was
left to raise the newborn and his other five children by himself on a rural farm in eastern Washington
state. It was after Mrs. Dodd became an adult that she realized the strength and selflessness her
father had shown in raising his children as a single parent.

The first Father's Day was observed on June 19, 1910 in Spokane Washington.

At about the same time in various towns and cities across America other people were beginning to
celebrate a "father's day.".

In 1924 President Calvin Coolidge supported the idea of a national Father's Day. Finally in 1966
President Lyndon Johnson signed a presidential proclamation declaring the 3rd Sunday of June as
Father's Day.

Father's Day has become a day to not only honor your father, but all men who act as a father figure.
Stepfathers, uncles, grandfathers, and adult male friends are all honored on Father's Day. But in our
efforts to honor our fathers and father figures, let us be sure we are taking time to honor our
heavenly father! | hope to see you Sunday morning!

Pastoral Renewal

During the past year, the Staff Parish Relations Committee has discussed with Rev. Winfree the
need to engage in a period of pastoral renewal. Aplan had been developed to allow Joe to engage
in a three month sabbatical program with the assistance of a grant from the Lily Foundation. This
plan was not funded and so a modified plan has been developed to allow him time for spiritual
regeneration and renewal. It is important to note that the Book of Discipline provides for this type of
experience for all clergy and our Conference Office encourages the pastoral renewal experiences to
facilitate dynamic leadership and spiritual health among our clergy.

During the months of July and August, Joe will be engaging in a time of pastoral renewal. While he
will be preaching and leading worship on Sundays, he will otherwise be unavailable for pastoral
duties during the week, with the exception of emergencies and/or death. This means that he will not
be in the church office during the week, he will not be attending any meetings, and he will not be
participating in any of the on-going ministries of the church. His time will be spent in prayer,
meditation, reading and reflection. He has made plans to spend a majority of his time at Richmond
Hill and Roslyn. He has contacted these facilities to assist in the provision of a spiritual director.

While he still plans to engage in a few weeks of vacation during this time, this experience is
primarily for his spiritual renewal. We would ask that you pray for him during these two months, that
the Lord would use this not only as a time for his renewal, but for the strengthening of our ministry
together in the coming years as well.

The home was builtin1847and had a fire when it was a boy
and obviously built by someone of wealth. As a result of the fire, the home was beautifully

restored.

However, the only drawback is the house is located some 200 feet from a

railroad track and a crossing at our front door. At 3:00 a.m. each morning came the freight

train in one direction and around 3:40 a.m. came another train from the other direction

blowing its whistle which was not conducive for sleeping. Incredibly some slept through the

noise.

One evening we went to the Barter Theatre in
a wonderful evening. The theatre has so much history as does the town. It was constructed

in 1831 for Sinking Springs Presbyterian Church. In 1829 Barter Stage Il was constructed

as a Methodist church which later became part of the Stonewall Jackson Female Institute, as

a Chapter House for the s tdradiredesiroyed all huethe aairy s o
building which then was used by the Martha Washington College as a gym and storage

facility.
