From the Pastor —

’ “Honor your father and your mother, as the Lord your God commanded
you, so you're your days may be long and that it may go well with you in
the land that the Lord your God is giving you.." Deuteronomy
5:16

Anna M. Jarvis (1864-1948) first suggested the national observance of an annual day honoring all
mothers because she had loved her own mother so dearly. At a memorial service for her mother on

May 10, 1908, Miss Jarvis gave a carnation (her mother’s favorite flower) to each person who attended.

Within the next few years, the idea of a day to honor mothers gained popularity, and Mother’'s Day was
observed in a number of large cities in the U.S. On May 9, 1914, by an act of Congress.

President Woodrow Wilson proclaimed the second Sunday in May as Mother’s Day. He established the
day as a time for “public expression of our love and reverence for the mothers of our country.” By then
it had become customary to wear white carnations to honor departed mothers and red to honor the
living, a custom that continues to this day.

May is designated as a time to also observe the Christian family. How is it that we can truly honor our
family and what does it mean for us to honor our mothers on this special day. Certainly flowers are an
expression that millions of people choose, but what if we were to add a little to the tradition? What if we
were to honor those mothers in our community that may feel overwhelmed and alone on this very
special day? Cheryl Butler from Rhode Island shared her experience in honoring mothers:

‘A few years ago, a mother in our neighborhood went through a difficult divorce. So my kids and |
decided to put together a surprise breakfast basket for Mother's Day and we delivered it to her door
early Sunday morning. That was four years ago, and she still talks about it to this day. Each year since,
we've done something for the mothers in our community that we know might be having a tough time.
It's a simple gesture, but it means a lot.”

As Livingstone used to share with us so often — “Think about it!”
